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2025 INITIATIVE: PAINTING TAIWAN THROUGH
THE LENS OF YOUTH
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Taiwan’s landscapes are shaped not only by nature, but by generations of care. This project was launched by
Andrew Yang, founder of the Taiwan Youth Exhibition. He created the base sketches and invited over 40
rural schools and communities, nearly 1,000 children, to help complete the artwork with color. This project
became more than an art activity; it helped children reconnect with their homeland through creation.

The scenes are inspired by Chi Po-lin’s documentary Beyond Beauty: Taiwan from Above. The project
promotes environmental awareness and brings artistic opportunities to rural areas. Art becomes a bridge—
linking past and future, childhood and culture. This love begins with us. Through the children’s vibrant
colors, we hope to pass it on—letting art bring light to places and stories across Taiwan.

Painting Taiwan Through the Lens of Youth
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2025 TAIWAN YOUTH LIGHTBEARERS INITIATIVE
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The Taiwan Youth Lightbearers Initiative is a youth-led international aid effort launched by the Taiwan
Youth Exhibition, in partnership with the ZhengQin Art Volunteer Ensemble and the Chinese Traditional
Music Promotion Association.

Together, we donated NT$S600,000 to the Taiwan International Cooperation and Development Fund (Taiwan
ICDF) to support public health and humanitarian aid programs in Africa and the Pacific. “Lightbearers”
symbolizes young people becoming messengers of light—offering support, while also growing through
service. Through concerts, exhibitions, talks, and volunteer action, students from across Taiwan turned

compassion into real-world impact. We believe that aid is not charity, but a connection between equals, and

that youth can be powerful contributors to global well-being.

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2023 INITIATIVE: LOVE DOG, 1 GO!
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This project marks the very first initiative of the original Whimsical Hearteners Volunteer Group. It
began when two team members volunteered at the Little Fur Foundation and were deeply moved by
their encounters with rescue dogs. As they spent time grooming, feeding, and caring for them, they
realized that beyond these daily tasks, they wanted to do more—to help others see the joy in these
animals' eyes. With that spark, the idea to combine art and advocacy was born, becoming the group’s
inaugural project.

In collaboration with the Little Fur Foundation, we launched a fundraising campaign. A group of young
artists was invited to portray the rescue animals through their own eyes. These artworks, along with a
collection of original merchandise, became the core of our charity sale.

From the total revenue of NT$150,000, 90% of the profit was donated directly to the Little Fur
Foundation, while the remaining 10% was set aside as seed funding for our next public service project—
ensuring that the cycle of care continues to grow.
